Which took longer?
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You will need:
- two plastic cups

- spoon.
- salt

- warm water
- freezer

- clock or timer

- measuring jug
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Method:

1

Pour the same amount of warm water into
the plastic cups. Don't ill them to the top.

Add about a tablespoon of salt to one of the
cups. Stir it around until it is almost dissolved

Put the cups in the freezer and.
leave them for an hour.

Check the cups and see if they are both frozen.

Leave the cups for another hour and
check if they are both frozen again.
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Explanation:
When salt is added to water, dissolved foreign
particles are introduced. They lower the temperature
at which water turns to ice. The higher the amount of
salt, the lower the freezing point of the water. So, salt
does help prevent ice from forming. Salt is often used
on roads, footpaths and driveways in cold, snowy
